Hopewell Farm
Donated
to D&R Greenway

A nearly 800-acre Hopewell

farm will be permanently pre-
served thanks to a gift from the
family of the late philanthropist
Betty Wold Johnson, The Prince-
ton-based D&R Greenway Land
Trust announced the gift February
16

Bety Wold Johnson supported
the land trust’s mission for more
than a quarter century. Over her
decades-long  relatonship  with
D&R  Greenway, Johnson ex-
pressed her concern that New Jer-
sey, the most densely populated
state in the country, was running
out of open space. A champion of
conservation, she cared deeply
about the importance of preserving
as much land as possible. She spent
four decades assembling individu-
al properties to create her farm with
agoal of protecting and permancat-

ly preserving i1s views and ecolo-
gy. This gift secures a greenbelt on
the northem edge of the town
where she was legendary for her
generosity  and  community  in-
volvement

“We are inspired by the family’s
confidence in D&R Greenway as
we announce this histone land gift

“We are pleased and proud 1o
donate this special property in hon-
or of our mother,” Robert Wood
Johnson and Christopher Wold
Johnson said in a joint statement.
‘She loved Hillside Farm as much
as she loved the Hopewell area and
she would be thrilled that the land
will be preserved for future genera-
tons 1o enpoy.”

Ihe property sits high on a hll
with sweeping views across the
Hopewell Valley, and holds great
ecological value for birds and wild-
life. Larger in size than Hopewell
Borough, most of the land is in
Hopewell Township and 10 min-
utes from Princeton, It contributes
o the region’s nclusion in the
Crossroads of the American Revo-
lutron National Herstage Area, so
designated for its Revolutionary
War-era  historic  significance.
Contiguous with two other D&R
Greenway preserves, its Sourlands
Ecosystem Preserve and popular
Cedar Ridge preserve, the linkage
of protected land secures migratory
corridors and habitat

On the opposite side of town.
and visible from the gified proper-
ty, is the organization’s St. Mi-
chaels Farm Preserve that Betty
Wold Johnson helped protect. With
this new gift, D&R Greenway be-
gins 2022 with more than 220400
acres of land preserved in New Jer-

Johnson was also instrumental
in securing and naming D&R Gre-
enway Land Trust’s headguarters.,
the Johnson Education Center in
Princeton, on the former estate of
her father-in-law General Robert
Wood Johnson.

“When Betty Wold Johnson be-
lieved in you, she gave her all 1o
ensure the mission of the organiza-
tion succeeded,” said Linda Mead.
president and CEO of D&R Green-
way Land Trust. “Together, we sat
at her kitchen table studying maps
of lands 10 preserve, and shared het
view about the importance of land
as a forever legacy. It is our greatest
honor 1o be entrusted by the John-
son family 1o carry out this vision
in Betty Wold Johnson's name, ina
community she loved.

The property includes forests,
meadows, and agriculwral land
with a tributary stream to the Stony
Brook, a state-designated high pri-
ority waterway. While the property
is currently closed to the public.
D&R Greenway plans to take a
thoughtful, strategic approach 1o
determine how best to carry out
Betty's vision for the property be-
fore opening some of the land for
public access.

“We are thrilled to know that out
ressdents will benefit from these
preserved acres and future trails
where they can connect with the
land,” said Hopewell Township
Mayor Courtney Peters-Manning.
‘Our township’s commitment 10
land preservation and our partner-
ship with D&R Greenway remains
strong as we look forward to enjoy-
ing the benefits for years to come.”

Thes mission was established in 1916
when the Club made its first commitment
to young women and to enrich its own

From 1916 to 1927 the Club awarded
interest-free loans to graduating young
women. In 1928 the first scholarships
were granted...a total of $250. In 2021

the Club gave $39.000 and since 1928
the Club has given over $700,000

older with many retired professional wom-
en as well as dedicated volunteers - all of
whom have kept this Club vital as we go
forward. We offer monthly meetings at
the new Stockton chL.B'.IOP Center at the
Morven Museum (in the heart of Prince-
ton); book groups, lunching-out at local
restaurants, a walking group, and trips to
museums and local points of interest. All
these efforts and interests create an ac-
five community that is dedicated 1o the fi-
nancial support of our wonderful young
women heading off to their first year of
college.
